2.29m) in class 1 sections 1 to 6. 
4. Piecing, Appliquéing and quilting must be solely the 

work of the exhibitor.  

ONTARIO ASSOCIATION OF AGRICULTURAL 
SOCIETIES QUILT COMPETITION  

1. Hand quilted quilts must be a minimum of 324” or 
824 cm measured on the perimeter.  Champion and 
Reserve Champion Quilt will be chosen from prize 
winners in sections 1-6. 

2. Machine quilted quilts/wallhangings to be a 
minimum of 192” or 480 cm. measured on the 
perimeter. Champion and Reserve Champion to be 
chosen from sections 9-13. 

3. Grand Champions or Reserve Champions will be eligible 
to compete at the District 6, Annual Meeting on 
November 3rd, 2012.  If a quilt wins Grand Champion at 
more than one fair, the exhibitor must send the quilt on 
behalf of their home fair or the fair nearest his/her 
home address.  The other fair then must send the 
Reserve Champion quilt.
